It is the morning of Au-
gust 29, 2005. Many Trumbull
High students are nestled comfort-
ably in their beds, sleeping away
the morning and early afternoon.
Teachers and teenagers alike are
savoring up their last days of sum-
mer, making final trips to the beach
and indulging in the season’s
relaxations. However, residents
along the coastal regions of Loui-
siana, Mississippi, and Alabama
are not experiencing the same
luxuries. Around 6:10 A.M., Hur-
ricane Katrina had made landfall.

The night before Katrina
hit, New Orleans Mayor Ray Nag-
in ordered a mandatory evacuation
of the city as forecasters reported
the storm’s Category 5 intensity.
It has been estimated that nearly
one million fled the city as the
hurricane inched towards the Gulf
Coast, packing winds of up to160
mph. Total loss of electricity and
water services was expected as
well as intense flooding. However,
no one expected the heartbreaking
results of extreme property dam-
age and loss of life.

Hurricane Katrina caused
an estimated $200 billion worth
of damage — making it by far the
most expensive natural disaster
in American history. Hundreds of
thousands of people in Louisiana
and Mississippi find themselves
without a job. Price gouging in
these areas has become epidemic
— including one gas station charg-
ing as much as $5.87 per gallon

for gasoline and the cost of bottled
water skyrocketed.

However, the fallout
from Katrina is not limited to
economics. The hurricane caused
over 985 deaths; not only in
Louisiana and Mississippi, but
also in Florida, Georgia, Alabama,
Kentucky, and Ohio. The lack of
shelter in affected areas as well as
the contamination of local water
supplies (sometimes with E.coli
bacteria) will mean that death toll
is likely to rise. It is estimated that
over 1 million people are without
home or shelter due to the storm.
The U.S. government was forced
to declare 90,000 square miles of
Gulf land a “federal disaster” area
— an area almost as large as the
United Kingdom.

The city most affected by
the hurricane is the city of New
Orleans, Louisiana, that now finds
itself with breached levees and
flooded by not only the precipita-
tion dumped by Katrina, but also
the nearby Lake Ponchartrain.
The levees that had kept the city
from flooding were not designed
to withstand winds as great as
Katrina’s, and many of the levees
were destroyed. To make matters
worse, the Deputy Director of
the Louisiana State University
hurricane center warns that the
floodwaters of Katrina is carrying
toxic waste from the local indus-
trial plants. This is disastrous for
the city, which finds itself with a
catastrophy that will likely take
